REQUIREMENTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
The following items are the responsibility of the participating school and teachers.

Advance planning for the field trip:
· Submit a completed, signed application form to FRIENDS of Great Salt Lake. 
· Work with FRIENDS to coordinate scheduling details.
· Make necessary bus transportation arrangements.
· Acquire parent/guardian permission documentation.
· Provide a total of 6-15 chaperones for the trip, and request that they carpool or ride the bus. Please ask chaperones in advance to limit phone use, side conversations, and any other disruptive or inappropriate behavior while we're facilitating. We greatly appreciate it when chaperones can help keep students quiet and engaged, participate in activities, and model proper use of materials like binoculars.

Day of the field trip:
· Ensure that students are prepared for weather conditions with proper clothing. We will be outside the entire time getting very dirty, salty, and wet.
· Students need to bring:
· A towel
· Drinking water
· Sandals or water shoes for wading into the lake
· A hat
· A warm layer and rain jacket for cool weather
· Lunch
· The Lake can be buggy in spring; we recommend students wear long sleeves and long pants. 
· Split students into three groups for the field trip program. 
· Text or call Katie Newburn at (530) 368-7768 when the bus is leaving the school on the morning of the field trip. We need a final headcount of students, teachers and chaperones to pay the park entrance fee. We also need you to confirm your estimated time of arrival. 
· Notify FRIENDS immediately if you are running late (or early) and will not be at Great Salt Lake State Park at the agreed-upon arrival time.
· Assume responsibility for your students’ behavior and for their treatment of FRIENDS’ equipment. If FRIENDS’ equipment is deliberately broken or is stolen by a member of your group, your school will be responsible for replacement costs.

Cancellation and Rescheduling:
· FRIENDS cannot guarantee that schools will be able to reschedule a field trip due to poor weather or any other circumstances. We will monitor the weather closely leading up to your trip and may need to cancel if conditions are unsafe.
· Schools that cancel with less than 15 days’ notice will be charged a $25 cancelation fee. There is no fee if the cancelation is weather-related.
